     Within this financial year, we have had a FISHING COMPETITION /FAMILY DAY out at Warneet Jetty last November. Although we didn’t catch many fish, but I believed most of us who attended have had a nice day at the park. I hope to organise once more this coming summer.

     Last October, we had 16 people who joined us in the Mandarin Chinese Speaking Classes. I am sure many of us have learnt and are now able to chat our way out if we are left in China. Thanks to our Mandarin teacher Mr Johnny SHEO.

     In December last year, Andrew and Sheila Ah-sen have organised a bus trip to Gold Coast. Again, everyone was happy for the pre-Christmas break. My sincere thanks to both of them. They have demonstrated their true leadership and responsibilities.
     Last month, a group of participants and MCSV club members went to the World Youth Day in Sydney to join the thousands of pilgrims from around the world and to meet with the Pope Benedict XVI.  This was organised by the group leader Sandrine Liu with the collaboration of Mike & Josiane Sum Wai, Pierre & Marilyn Wong, and Sheila Ah Sen.  It was an amazing once in a lifetime experience and the participants have enjoyed this great gathering in Sydney and the major events such as the Youth Festivals and Mass at Randwick racecourse.
